WORLD SPACE WEEK, October 4 to 10, 2006
The flyer on the following page was designed by the DISARM committee of Women’s International League for Peace and Freedom (U.S. Section) to express our several concerns about United Nations World Space Week.  Remove the yellow flyer from the booklet to read it as a tri-fold to get the full effect.
The flyer explains our decision to submit reports on 2006 Keep Space for Peace Week events to those responsible for organizing the UN World Space Week: the UNCOPUOS, UNOOSA and the NGO SIA (which has now become World Space Week Association- WSWA).
UN World Space Week is sponsored by the two United Nations agencies overseeing the 1967 Treaty on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space.  However the non-governmental organization (now WSWA) which organizes the week on behalf of these agencies is apparently closely allied with the aerospace industry.

We believe the aerospace industry should be considering the peaceful uses of outer space and hope that Lockheed, Raytheon, EADS and the rest will increasingly use their creative energies for this purpose.  However at present they are reaping huge profits from the increasing militarization of space. Unfortunately many young people lured into space careers by the school projects of World Space Week will find their talents used by these aerospace corporations for purposes of space militarization and war fighting.

We want the staff of  UNCOPUOS and UNOOSA to know that there are organizations like our own which  are protesting war profiteering on military space programs. Organizations cooperating in Keep Space for Peace Week also support the 1967 Outer Space Treaty, the Moon Treaty, Prevention of an Arms Race in Outer Space (PAROS), and the banning of weapons in space.
