REPORT TO WORLD SPACE WEEK ASSOCIATION
ON GLOBAL NETWORK EVENTS IN 2006 UN WORLD SPACE WEEK AND KEEP SPACE FOR PEACE WEEK
BACKGROUND ON GLOBAL NETWORK:  Global Network Against Weapons and Nuclear Power in Space was founded in 1992 by the joint efforts of the Florida Coalition for Peace and Justice (FCPJ), Citizens for Peace in Space (Colorado Springs) and New York based journalism professor Karl Grossman.  The inaugural meeting of the Global Network (GN) was held in Washington D.C. City Council Chambers.  Each year it brings together key activists who are working on preserving space for peace.  In 1997 the GN Cancel Cassini Campaign (that launched 72 pounds of plutonium into space and was featured on the TV program 60 minutes) gathered many new participants.  In 2000 GN coordinated the first International Day of Protest to Stop the Militarization of Space. In 2001 there were events at 115 locations in 19 countries.  In 2002 the GN facilitated Keep Space for Peace Week October 4 to 11, at the same time as UN World Space Week and these weeks have continued to occur annually since then.  In 2004, 2005 and 2006 the week was co-sponsored by Women’s International League for Peace and Freedom. GN is now itself an international organization with the Boards of Directors and Advisors including members from eleven countries as well as from nine states in the USA.
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International grassroots Global Network activists gather across from the United Nations  to organize Keep Space for Peace Week and other events through the year.

In Keep Space For Peace Week, October 1 to 8,  2006 there were approximately 70 reported events in 10 countries and 17 US states. (See the poster at the end of this report.) These were self funded grassroots events and included vigils and demonstrations at 
military bases involved in space militarization in California, Colorado, Nebraska and the United Kingdom. There were also vigils or protests at the White House, the Pentagon, NSA and at the U.S. Embassy in Oslo, Norway.  Other events included Congressional visits in the U.S. and a presentation in the UK Parliament, vigils at major corporations involved in space militarization, forums, video showings, Keep Space for Peace education in schools, leafleting  and local rallies.
Here follow brief reports from some of the events during Keep Space for Peace Week, October 2 until October 8 2006.
