INTRODUCTION
The reports in this document were compiled for the United Nations agencies that monitor the 1967 Outer Space Treaty, the Moon treaty and other treaties that now make up the body of international space law. The reports cover events during October 2 to 8, 2006 (roughly the time of World Space Week) held by organizations affiliated with the Global Network Against Weapons and Nuclear Power in Space.

First we’ve included a flyer explaining in more detail our intent.  After that come two documents sent to the World Space Week Association (formerly SIA) for inclusion in the official UN World Space Week publication. A selection of reports from participating organizations in Keep Space for Peace Week follows, and a more complete list of events appears at the end.  

We have read the well presented annual reports on World Space Week, and noted that events during the week are designed to stimulate children’s imaginations and interest in space exploration. 
However, we also note that the aerospace organizations and others very much involved in space militarization join the United Nations in co-sponsoring this week. We are concerned that the corporations  are more interested in profiting from military space programs – and in finding future recruits for their ventures – than in promoting peaceful uses of outer space. Organizations affiliated with the Global Network Against Weapons and Nuclear Power in Space are, on the other hand, committed to putting an end to militarism and wars for domination, be they wars for control of earth’s resources or of the solar system.
We are also committed to the peaceful uses of outer space for the benefit of all humankind, and thus we fully support existing space law and press for new negotiations on Prevention of an Arms Race in Outer Space (PAROS) and bans on weapons and nuclear power in space.  

With this in mind we have created this alternative report on some of our own events during Keep Space for Peace Week.  

At the end we have included a copy of Vision 2020 which in 1998 laid out in “comic book” format the vision of space domination that would become the basis for Donald Rumsfeld’s transformation of the U.S. military from 2001 until early 2007.

BACKGROUND: Keep Space for Peace Week takes place at approximately the same time as UN World Space Week every year.  The latter occurs each year from October 4 to 10.  Keep Space for Peace Week varies slightly since, unlike the UN sponsored week, it always begins and ends with weekend events.

The first observances were single days for Peace in Space held in 2000 and 2001. They occurred during UN World Space Week, to protest the increasingly dangerous militarization of space. Despite the existence of the 1967 Outer Space Treaty, which promised equal benefits from space for all humankind, the U.S. Space Command had already issued Vision 2020 (see Annex 2), and the Pentagon was laying the groundwork for its program of space domination, and the utilization of space in wars to control the earth and its resources.  
The first full week of protests, forums and other events was held in 2002 and Keep Space for Peace weeks have occurred each year since then.
Global Network against  Weapons and Nuclear Power in Space facilitates activities during the week.  GN is a coalition of some 140 grassroots organizations from around the globe, many of which have protested arming of the heavens since 1992.  Since 2004 Women’s International League has co-sponsored the week, organized its own events, and handled some of the logistics associated with the week.  

WILPF is a 92 year old international women’s organization founded in 1915 to put an end to war and develop the institutions of international law.  Its members have won several Nobel Peace Prizes. It began by working tirelessly for development of the League of Nations and the World Court, and then for the United Nations and its human rights and disarmament treaty system.  

Global Network, WILPF and associated organizations not only protest the present rapid and dangerous militarization of space, they call for observance of existing space treaties, and for negotiation of treaties for the Prevention of an Arms Race in Outer Space, a ban on space weapons, an end to missile defense, abolition of nuclear weapons and progress toward general and complete disarmament as anticipated in the United Nations Charter.

They also believe taking war to the heavens will threaten earth, its fragile web of life and the existence of the human race.  Good planets are hard to find and it is time for all of us to work together to save and nurture it, and to sustain and nurture human life as well.
