The world needs efficient bans against nuclear weapons and militarization of Space!

WILPF Norway is protesting as strongly as possible against the nuclear test performed by North Korea last night. We demand international negotiations for a convention forbidding development, production, storing and transport of nuclear weapons, and that the Norwegian Government take the initiative for starting this work. 
This nuclear weapons test coincides with the International Campaign ”Keep Space for Peace”, against the militarisation of Space, PAROS.   This campaign demands negotiations for a convention preventing an arms race in Space and against the National Missile Defence Program. WILPF Norway will deliver a letter to President Bush at the United States embassy in Oslo on October 10 on this matter. 
WILPF fears that this act from North Korea will entail a severe blow to the work for nuclear disarmament and against the proliferation of nuclear weapons. The test may also facilitate USA’s efforts for support for its environmentally destructive and resource-demanding weapons program in Space. 
In connection with the campaign ”Keep Space for Peace” WILPF reminds Norwegian authorities on their responsibility to secure that the radar “Globus 2” in Vardø does not become a part of  US  super power plans. WILPF demands that Norwegian politicians engage actively in the efforts to stop militarization of Space.  
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
